Funding for the proposed project will be conditional upon compliance with all applicable federal, tribal, state, and local laws, regulations, floodplain standards, permit requirements and conditions.

Special Flood Hazard Area Zone: This project is for the replacement of the Oak Ridge Road & Bridge All work is located in an A zone. Confirmation of location in a Special Flood Hazard Area (SFHA) was determined by the Tallapoosa County Flood Insurance Rate Map, Panel Number: 01123C0225C, dated 07/18/2011. The proposed work conforms to all applicable State of Alabama and local floodplain regulations. There is a potential for the facility to be impacted by future flooding events due to its location within the shaded A zone. The proposed work will also take place in wetlands per the United States Fish and Wildlife Service National Wetlands Inventory but will have little potential to impact or affect wetland values or endangered species. 

Proposed Work and Purpose: 
The damage was caused by flash flood water underneath the bridge, removing earth foundation material, causing significant damage to the bridge abutments and superstructure. Bridge was rectangular, concrete and Steel, 20 FT long x 14 FT wide x 10 FT high. In order prevent undermining at the bridge, mitigation measures to eliminate damage from a future event, the sub applicant proposes to construct a double barrel, cast-in-place, reinforced concrete box culvert. The culvert barrels will be 32 FT long X 10 FT wide X 8 FT high. The scope of work includes the removal of the existing bridge remains, structure excavation, foundation backfill, construct of concrete box culvert, place Class II Rip-Rap, and backfill. This is a necessary road serving the residents of Tallapoosa County. 

Project Alternatives:

Alternative #1 (No action): The 'no action' alternative would ultimately result in a negative impact on the residents of Tallapoosa County. If the roadway is not repaired, then adverse economic and social impacts may occur. 

Alternative #2 (Repair without Minimization): Repairing the bridge without minimization measures may result in similar damages from future events. If similar damages occur again, it will cause adverse economic and social impacts.


Comment Period:
